Company Sponsored Scholarship Opportunities
Would you like to offer a company scholarship, but don’t have the time to administer your own 
program? We can help! “Piggybacking” is a process whereby MTA  member companies establish 
their own scholarship, but “batch process” the applications along with other MTA scholarships. This 
reduces administration costs while allowing applicants to compete for multiple scholarships and en-
sures that one or more of your employees receive a scholarship (for example: if you “piggyback” two 
scholarships, you are guaranteeing that at least two of your applicants win a scholarship). There is a 
$100 processing fee per scholarship.

Scholarship Application Information
Scholarship applications for the 2010-2011 academic year will be released January 1, 2010. All 
employees and dependents of employees of MTA member companies are eligible to participate. 
The awards will be announced at the MTA Annual Conference in August 2010.
